One of the zoo systems had errors in its         
programming and it was not possible to modify  
information supporting the business area for 
updates on prices, hours and general                 
information during the COVID-19 pandemic. 

ISSUE: 

Our team identified the system failures, a     
diagnosis was made and the different               
vulnerabilities were repaired; In addition, the 
platform was migrated to a separate server to 
run future tests and modifications, as well as 
security backups.
